National communications to the Annex I parties - introduction
In compliance with the UN Framework Convention on Climate Change, the Member States of the Convention are obliged periodically to submit national communications with information on the process of implementation of the Convention. The scope and periodicity of the submission of the national communications for developing and developed countries varies. Developed countries, enlisted in Annex I to the Convention (called “Annex I parties”), submit their national communications every 3-4 years. These communications contain inventory of greenhouse gases, information on the policy and the measures in the area of climate change, forecasts on the greenhouse gas emissions, assessment of vulnerability regarding climate change, opportunities for adaptation/ adjustment and etc.  

The national communications are published in the Secretariat of the Convention official website (unfccc.int). For the Annex I countries the Secretariat organizes detailed verifications of the national communications, carried out by groups of international experts. The reports of these expert groups are published in the UN Framework Convention on Climate Change website.

The last national communications of the Annex I parties were submitted to the Secretariat of the Convention in 2009 - 2010. Based on them, the Secretariat prepares compilation and summary of the national communications of the Annex I parties, including the most important information of the national communications.
