	Description of the decision-making procedure and of the strategic environmental assessment (SEA) procedure in the Party of origin
	The Romanian Energy Strategy is currently under the strategic environmental assessment (SEA) procedure developed by the Romanian Ministry of environment. The title holder of this strategy is the Ministry of Energy.
By the present Notification, Romania is applying the transboundary SEA procedure with the countries that are likely to receive effects of the projects proposed in the strategy ( Bulgaria and Serbia, Hungary only on its request.
If the notified countries respond that they participate in this procedure, Romania expects comments and points of views from the affected public and authorities of the affected Parties.
A public hearing will be organized by the Romanian authorities on the Romanian territory and the likely affected Parties will be invited to participate.

After the closing of the SEA procedure, the Romanian public

authorities will adopt the plan by Governmental Decision.

	Description of the phases of the planning procedure
	The planning procedure consists in the following stages:

- Elaboration of the Romanian Energy Strategy;
- application of the SEA procedure for the Romanian Energy Strategy, finalized with a regulatory act named “Environmental Approval” issued by the Ministry of Environment;
- Adoption of the Romanian Energy Strategy by the Romanian Government Decision.

	Description of the phases of the SEA procedure, including participation of the affected Party
	According to the national legislation in force (Government

Decision no.1076/2004 transposing the Directive 2001/42/CE), the Ministry of Energy has finalized the Environmental Report and the Appropiate Assessment Study for the Energy Strategy which were sent to the Romanian Ministry of Environment. These documents were made available to the Romanian public on the web site of the Ministry of Energy (http://www.energie.gov.ro/programe şi strategii/strategia energetică/strategia energetică a României 2019-2030, cu perspectiva anului 2050), as well as on the web page of the Ministry of Environment (http://www.mmediu.ro/domenii/evaluare impact/evaluare de mediu pentru strategii/planuri/programe).

The Romanian Ministry of Environment notifies the likely affected Parties and sends the proposed Romanian Energy Strategy, the Environmental Report and the Appropriate Assessement Study, asking whether they are interested to participate in the SEA procedure.

In case of an affirmative answer, the affected Parties must make available to their own public and authorities the received documentation, to ask for comments and opinions and to send them, in editable format, will be sent to the Romanian focal point to be taken into account in the SEA procedure. The final SEA decision regarding the Romanian Energy Strategy will be made available to the authorities of the Parties that participated to the SEA procedure.
