1. The project "Development of the Arges and Ddmbovita Rivers for Navigation and Other
Purposes” covers the section of the Arges River between the Danube (km 0+000) and the
Mihdilesti-Cornetu Dam (km 83+041), with the Port of Bucharest located at km 73+000;

2. The aim of the project is to improve the lower course of the Arges River (which flows into
the Danube), the Mihdilesti-Cornetu Lake, and the lower course of the Ddmbovita River, a
tributary of the Arges River. It is planned to connect Bucharest to the Danube by waterway,
which will provide direct water access to the port of Constanta and to the main cities along
the Danube, as well as to the European waterway network. Other objectives of the project are
related to providing water capacity for flood protection, electricity generation, and the
construction of fish farming facilities.

3. Various hydraulic engineering activities are planned to improve navigation conditions in
the navigable channels, which will involve hydraulic engineering works on the riverbed
and/or banks.

4. In principle, the activities include dredging, accumulation of dredged materials,
construction of breakwaters and chevrons, and bank reinforcement measures.

3. The closest planned activities for the implementation of the investment proposal to the
border with the Republic of Bulgaria are construction works and heavy goods vehicle traffic
in the port area of the town of Oltinitsa.

The construction works are planned to be carried out in the area of the port of Oltinitsa,
which is located in the territory of the town of Oltinitsa.

The data presented in the documentation clearly shows that the shortest distance from the
construction site to the neighbouring bank of the Danube River near the town of Tutrakan is
680 m. In some places in the document (e.g. p. 468, etc.), it is stated that this distance is 1300
m, which is incorrect and should be corrected. In some places in the document (e.g., p. 468,
etc.), it is stated that this distance is 1,300 m, which is incorrect and should be corrected.

According to the information provided, some toxic and hazardous substances, especially
petroleum products and solvents, will be used during the construction works. The most
commonly used products will be: fuel used for machinery and vehicles (gasoline, diesel) and
lubricants (oils, paraffin), which pose a health risk. It is planned that these will be stored in
hermetically sealed tanks that do not allow leakage. Regardless of these measures, we believe
that in the event of an accident, these stored chemicals have the potential to cause
transboundary impacts by affecting the quality of the atmospheric air and the waters of the
Danube River, and thus the waters used for drinking and domestic water supply along the
river.




We It is envisaged that before being discharged into the estuary, rainwater will pass through
oil separators, after which the treated water will be discharged into the Arges River.

In the EIA report, the authors state that "The activity proposed for implementation under this
project will not affect the water quality in the water body shared with the Bulgarian zone (the
Danube River), which could create a potential transboundary impact, as the distance is 680
m. because the works will be carried out in stages, are short-term and only envisage a border
zone near the shore for the development of the NHI Oltinica hydrotechnical node and works
on the development of the Oltinica port. Due to the fact that the location of the port of
Oltenita is open to the Arges River and not to the Danube River, located on the border
between Romania and Bulgaria, the effect is local, for short periods of time (only during the
implementation period) and only if the measures provided for in this report are not complied
with. ".

In conclusion, on page 471, it is concluded that "as a result of the implementation of
measures to prevent/reduce the impact in terms of water pollution, air pollution and noise
levels, any potential negative impact on Romanian territory will be completely eliminated and
therefore no negative transboundary impact will occur.”

In connection with the above and based on the findings, conclusions, and statements in the
EIA Report, which are entirely the responsibility of the authors of the report, accidents,
incidents, or technical problems may occur during the construction works and subsequent
operation of the investment proposal, leading to potential pollution of the Danube River or
the release of atmospheric pollutants, particularly due to the use of certain toxic and
hazardous substances during construction works, which may have a transboundary impact.

In this regard, and in order to prevent an increase in the health risk for the population of
Tutrakan, the following conditions should be included as mandatory requirements in the final
administrative act to be issued by the competent Romanian authority:

1. During the design phase, an emergency plan should be drawn up with specific measures to
control the impact on water quality and prevent pollution of the affected rivers, and
consequently of waters of the Danube River, including in a transboundary context;

2. During operation, a monitoring plan should be drawn up for the water quality of the
Dambovita and Arges rivers, which flow into the Danube and may affect its water quality,
respectively of water intake facilities for drinking and domestic water supply and their
sanitary protection zones, especially in the event of emergencies;




3. In the event of an accident and/or detection of contamination of the waters of the
Dambovita and Arges rivers, the competent Bulgarian authorities shall be notified in a timely
manner,

4. The construction activities planned under the project in the port area of Oltenita shall be
carried out only during daytime working hours, using construction equipment that complies
with current European technical and environmental requirements;

5. The technical design for the construction works shall include specific measures to prevent
pollution of the Danube River and an action plan for emergency situations (spills of ship fuel
and oil, reagents, liquid and solid waste, etc.).

Please note that the Ministry of Regional Development and Public Works of the Republic of
Bulgaria has also been asked to give its opinion on the project you have submitted. To date,
no opinion has been received from the said ministry. Once it is received and should any
comments from them be made, it will be forwarded to you in the proper manner.
