In response to your 1% related document, which was also forwarded to our Service with the 2" and
3" related documents, we would like to inform you of the following:

1. Based on the notification attached to ybur 1% related document (“Notification to an affected Party
of a proposed activity under Article 3 of the Convention”), we find that the points we have already
raised in our 4" related document still apply. Specifically:

1.1. The location of the project referred to in the subject, in combination with the nature and
potential environmental effect of mining and processing polymetallic gold-silver ores, makes
it probable, in our opinion, that serious environmental impacts will be caused within Greek
territory.

1.2. For this reason, Greece intends to participate in the assessment of the transboundary
environmental impacts of the mining and processing of polymetallic minerals from the Rozino
deposit, Tintyava PLA, located in Ivaylovgrad Municipality, Haskovo Region.

Greece's intention to participate in the aforemenﬁoned transboundary assessment is
stipulated, firstly, in the framework of Article 7 of Directive 2011/92/EC, as amended, and
secondly, in the framework of the Espoo Convention.

The participation of Greece in the assessment of transboundary environmental impacts will
be carried out through a joint procedure for both the provisions of EU and international
legislation. For this purpose, it is necessary to send to the competent authorities of our
country an Environmental Impact Assessment Report that meets the requirements of
Directive 2011/92/EC, as amended, and the related provisions of EU legislation, in particular
the Habitats, Birds and Water Directives.

In order to carry out consultations with the public and with the competent authorities, taking
into account the comments about language received by these parties in previous similar
cases, the report should be translated in Greek.

2. Greece will be able to express the views of its authorities and its interested public within seventy

days from the receipt of the aforementioned report in its full form (i.e., after any supplements that

may be deemed necessary by the Greek side). The aforementioned time includes a consultation

period of thirty-five working days with the public and public authorities.
