2. The document with reference number F.3300/AS14/3257/20.1.2025 from the D4 Directorate
for Environmental Protection, Climate Change and Global Policies of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs (reference number YPEN/DIPA/6438/361/20.1.2025)..

In response to the 1%t relevant letter, which was transmitted to us with the 2" relevant document, we

inform you of the following:

1.

Based on the information of the notification form attached to your 15t relevant letter ("Notification
to an affected Party of a proposed activity under article 3 of the Convention"), we conclude that
the nature and potential environmental impacts of the new nuclear power unit at the Kozloduy
station, combined with the effects of the existing units at the same station, despite the project's
distance from Greek borders, make it likely to cause significant environmental impacts within
Greek territory.

For this reason, Greece intends to participate in the assessment of transboundary environmental
impacts of Unit 8 of the Kozloduy Nuclear Power Plant.

Greece's intention to participate in the above transboundary assessment is expressed, first, within
the framework of Article 7 of Directive 2011/92/EC, as amended, and second, within the
framework of the Espoo Convention.

Greece's participation in the assessment of transboundary environmental impacts will be
conducted through a joint procedure for both provisions of EU and international legislation (EIA
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Directive and Espoo Convention). For this purpose, it is necessary to send to the competent
Authorities of our country an Environmental Impact Assessment Report that meets the
requirements of Directive 2011/92/EC as amended, as well as related provisions of EU legislation,
particularly the Directives on Habitats, Birds, and Waters.

For conducting consultations with the public and the competent authorities for opinion,
considering the language observations we received from these parties in previous similar cases,
the study should be written in the Greek language.

Greece will be able to assemble the views of its Authorities and interested public within ninety
days from receiving the aforementioned Report in its complete form (i.e., following any
supplements that will be indicated as necessary for the Greek side). This timeframe includes a
thirty-five working day consultation with the public and public Authorities.
