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Central Balkan National Park ...

Central Balkan National Park is established in the central and the highest 4]
parts of the Balkan Range over a territory of 72 000 hectares, offers various
habitats - rocks, subalpine meadows and pastures, streams and waterfalls,
and the most common of all - the forests.

Beech forests predominate - they are entirely natural and with preserved
natural appearance. The majestic virgin forests stretch over 30 000 ha, of which
about 22 900 ha are pure beech communities. The average age of the beech
communities is 133 years.

In July 2017 by decision of the UNESCO World Heritage Committee beech forests
in the reserves of Central Balkan National Park were included in the World's Cultural
and Natural Heritage List as part of the extended World Heritage Property “Ancient
and Primeval Beech Forests of the Carpathians and Other Regions of Europe”. The
Bulgarian component’s area is 10 989.31 ha.

Natural, age-old and of high biodiversity, these forests cover about 55% of the reserve area and
over 15% of the total park area. According to the national legislation, they have a strict legal status,
and in the face of the Park Directorate - a well-established management mechanism that guarantees
protection and conservation.

Their inclusion in the UNESCO World Heritage List is among the highest international recognitions for
the unique nature of Bulgaria and high rating for the Central Balkan - protected area, national wealth and
opportunity for regional sustainable development. 0

The serial property connects 94 unique beech forest areas in 18 countries at a surface area of about 98 125
hectares and is the largest serial object under the World Heritage Convention.

The story of this World Heritage Site begins 12 000 years ago, at the end of the last ice age. At that time, large
areas of Europe were covered by a thick layer of ice. Forests had survived only as small remnants in southern
Europe. Starting from isolated refuge areas, the beech tree expanded to various regions of Europe. This
expansion process is still ongoing and evolving today.
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
